BCSRA Letter On Non-Affiliated Soccer

Peter Songhurst expressed anger over the letter all BCSRA members received from BCSRA
President Elvio Chies with regard to the BCSRA position on non-affiliated soccer.

Dan Greco explained that this resulted when BC Soccer required BCSRA to adopt a position
on officiating Non-Affiliated Soccer or else BCSRA would lose BSCA Associate Member status.
The BCSRA AGM in May adopted a position in response to this demand (see VISRA May
minutes). The letter was part of the implementation of this policy.

Peter expressed further outrage at the demands BCSA has been making on the non-affiliated
associations such as the local senior leagues.
